2. Completed applications with transcripts and proof of enrollment must be submitted by
December 8, 2023 to be considered.

5. Applications will be reviewed by the Farm Credit Associations of Oklahoma Scholarship
Committee. All applicants will receive a letter with acceptance or denial status by late
December 2023.

6. Selections will be made based on scholarship, leadership, extra-curricular activities and
an essay.

7. Scholarship money will be sent as a one-time payment directly to the recipient's bursar
accounts during the spring 2024 semester.

8. lItis the responsibility of the scholarship recipients to send proof of enrollment with their
application in order for the scholarship money to be paid.
